Skovranek, VŠB-TUO was specified at the visit of Czech partners (L. Obalová, K. Kočí) at TU Vienna at 1. - 3. 12. 2010. Prof. Winter visited VŠB-TU Ostrava at 11. - 13. 5. 2011, the aim and time schedule of research stay of student Matthias Kuba, TU Vienna, was discussed.
