Progress of the project, April 2005:

1. Data collection: The existing MEFA and land use datasets for Czech Republic and Austria have been significantly extended, with respect to both time period and content. Data gaps were identified and completed where necessary. This has been done by internal resources of the participating institutions.

2. Data on land use, energy extraction and biomass extraction for Austria and Czechia have been harmonized during workshops and meetings.

3. Preliminary results have been presented on the international scientific meeting (http://www.irl.ethz.ch/conaccount/index_EN) focused on Material Flow Analysis in Zurich 10.-12. October 2004 (expenses of this workshop were covered by participants from other sources).

4. Until March 2005 3 Workshops and along term stay of a Czech participant at IFF/Vienna were organized, two further workshop are planned. 

During this very successful and promising cooperation were held following actions: 

Workshop in Prague: 18.-20. 6. 2004 (originally planed in the proposal but due to administrative obstacles couldn’t be funded from the Action budget, therefore it had to be covered from different source from IFF), 

Workshop in Prague: 10.-12.12. 2004.

During this workshop have been explored and analyzed the data sources for collecting of necessary data. The most appropriate data sources have been defined. 

Workshop in Vienna: 17.-19. 11 2004

During this workshop have been defined categories available in Czech statistical sources which fit to the structure of Austrian database. The inconsistent data have been defined. Participants of Austrian and Czech part worked out common levels of aggregation for the biomass extraction, land use, population. Also the availability and quality of trade data and GDP have been discussed.

One month research stay in Vienna (February)

The work during the research stay was a continuation of the work, which has been processed in Prague since June 2004 during which most of the archival work and data collection has been done: After the rough collection of data in Prague data refinement was necessary: the aggregation step, extrapolation of missing data etc. which has been processed in close collaboration with IFF Social Ecology team in Vienna during this stay. In Vienna the data sets have been harmonized and refined in order to make them comparable. Currently the dataset includes a preliminary dataset with respect to the development of land use and socio-economic material flows: domestic extraction, imports and exports of biomass and fossil minerals; and socioeconomic parameters: GDP and population. The database is being worked out for the territory of the former Czechoslovak Republic from its very beginning (1918) to the present and necessarily for other state formations which occurred during this area on the defined territory.

Project workshop in Mikulov: 3.- 5.3.2005

During a workshop in Mikulov the possibilities and methods of comparative analysis of land use and land cover data was discussed intensively together with land use experts from Charles University (Geography department) and University of Brno.

For the remaining time are planned following actions:

One workshop in Prague and one workshop in Vienna. 

During these workshops we will prepare a final report of the project, discuss first steps of a comparative analysis of the data set and prepare a draught version of a joint publication in the working paper series of IFF and a paper for a peer reviewed journal. Here we would like to continue our cooperation and the data harmonization and analysis during next year with a new project proposed to AKTION for funding.
