Final Report on The Summer School of European Law Olomouc 2002

The Summer School of European Law 2002 0lomouc, with the title „Current Issues of European Integration“ was held in the last week of August at the premises of the Faculty of Law, Palacký University Olomouc. The participating students from Austria, the Czech Republic and other European countries enjoyed the opportunity to take part in lessons given by outstanding Austrian experts, as for example, prof. Heribert F. Köck, Dean of the Faculty of Law, Johannes Kepler University of Linz, or prof. Willibald Posch, Vice Dean of the Faculty of Law, Karl-Franzens-Universität of Graz. The lectures were focused on current aspects or problems of today´s European integration as regards free movement of persons, performance of occupation in the future unified European Union, consumer´s protection, human rights, and the constitutional base of the future European Union, closely connected with the origin and formation of the Charter of Human Rights. 

Within the Summer School was held a symposium, second in a row, where prof. Vladislav David, an academic staff member of the Faculty of Law, Palacký University Olomouc, gave a lecture on „Current Issues of International Public Law“. Discussed were hot topics from the field of international criminal law and International Criminal Court. All the participants of the Summer School had the opportunity to join an active discussion concerning future position and analysis of future possible development of member states within the EU as well as the candidate states. 

The Summer School was positively evaluated by both the participants and expert legal public from throughout the Olomouc region. In the final part of the Summer School the participants visited the School of Justice in Kroměříž to hear the closing ceremonial lecture and to receive their Certificates of Attendance. 

The Summer School of European Law 2002 has continued within the tradition of summer schools organised by the Palacký University Faculty of Law in the past years. It was one of very important activities, by which the Palacký University Faculty of Law could contribute to the future successful European integration and the integration of the Czech Republic into the European Union. As concerns the numbers of participants and students taking part in this event, it is necessary to state that this year´s vast floodings have seriously interfered; afflicted were both the territories of Bohemia and Austria, which resulted in up to 15 students from The Czech Republic and Austria turning down their participation for family reasons and flood damages. The planned number of 40 students had to be cut down to 25 (from Austria, Czech Republic, Poland, Slovenia and Hungary). 

As emphasized prof. Willibald Posch, Director of the Summer School, the students were highly skilled in languages and very well prepared in the legal field, which proves a high quality of language and law instruction in the Czech Republic and other candidate countries. Within the programme of the Summer School the participants took excursions to several important cultural districts of the Olomouc region, and visited leading ecclesiastic and administrative institutions chosen by their importance within the future political, economic and social development.


In conclusion, we can state that the Summer School of European Law has met all its expectations. All the participants gained new knowledge and experience from the field of European integration, current European law and a lot of information concerning the future of individual candidate countries. A very positive effect of the Summer School were also the issues discussed in connection with the current Czech political stage, namely the issues of the Beneš´s decrees and the Temelín power plant, when the academic discussion reached far more important progress than usual in political discussions.

The lecturing professors agreed upon providing the texts of their lectures to the Faculty of Law, Palacký University by the end of the year. The individual lectures will then be, in the form of articles, consequently published in the International and Comparative Law Review, issued by the Faculty of Law and the Palacký University Publishing House.  These articles will be introduced by acknowledgement to the Aktion Czech Republic - Austria, without whose financial support the Summer School of European Law Olomouc 2002 would not be able to organise. 
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
