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In agreement with project application, a seminar on electrochemical biosensors was realized was realized in Pardubice in December 6-8, 2005. The seminar was prepared for students preparing for either diploma or PhD theses or working with the matter in field of analytical chemistry with a special interest in electrochemical sensors. Lectures were oriented to measurement procedures using various sensors (chemical sensors, electrochemical sensors including voltammetric as well as amperometric ones, modified electrodes, carbon paste electrodes and screen-printed electrodes and corresponding biosensors based on heterogeneous carbon materials), and mediators and enzymes for biosensors. Practical applications of sensors in analytical control (determination of glucose, glutamate, sarcosine and other compounds) were also mentioned.


Lectures were given mainly by both the project applicants, i.e., prof. Kurt Kalcher from Karl-Franzens University in Graz and prof. Karel Vytřas from University of Pardubice. However, in addition, some other partners involved in collaboration under other projects were also invited to participate. Thus, other valuable contributions were presented, namely by doc. Florinel Banica from Norwegian Technical University in Trondheim, prof. Ana Ion from Technical University of Bucharest, and doc. Emir Turkušić from University of Sarajevo (presently, serving also as a minister for education and science of the Sarajevo canton). 


In conclusion, the organization of the seminar was appreciated from both sides – students as well as lecturers. Common social events (visiting the Museum of the puppets culture in Chrudim, concert of Pardubice philharmonic orchestra, etc.) just underlined the friendly atmosphere of the meeting.
