Tepelné hospodářství města Trhové Sviny (Heat Economy of the town Trhové Sviny). Incinerator of biomass and a high recently installed power station (2,5 MW). Heat supply for all properties of community facilities (schools, medical centers, offices…) and for more than 400 housing units and electricity supply for the local distribution network. Visit of buildings and control center with a PC register of all technological operations.

Bušek’s Iron Mill (a historical still functioning iron mill). A projection of a historical movie inside of the iron mill, visit of technical equipment of the iron mill with a presentation of functioning (grinder, smith’s bellows, hammer…), exposition of popular rustic culture.

Within the excursion, students have made the acquaintance with the problems of alternative source of energy. The important was to realize that cost-effective can be not only the running of modern incinerator of biomass but also modernized plants of small hydroelectric power stations. The interesting counterpoint to the modern plants was the visit of historical iron mill, one of the last functioning iron mills in the Czech Republic and also in Central Europe.

The accounting was made in form of distribution of financial sources among Austrian participants in the amount of 760 CZK per student.

From assigned money participants have paid the visit of the Energy Centre České Budějovice, dinner, visit of the incinerator and the translator (translation services fee 3000 CZK). The rest of money served (according to the budget) as a contribution to the transport costs in the Czech Republic (4000 CZK). The Austrian part (JKU Linz) has paid the transport by bus. The Czech part has paid the transport and subsidiary to the Czech participants. Students of the University of South Bohemia participate by paying costs of excursions.

Thanks to the financial support of the program AKTION could be realized next from the ecologically orientated excursions, which very well complement, by their content and specialty, the education at both universities. They allow perceiving not only the theoretical but also the practical aspects of sustainable development.
