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The goal of this project was to organize international workshop on magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) and spectroscopy (MRS) and to familiarize the audience with the scientific projects and recent advances on three medical-research sites in Vienna, Tuebingen and Prague. The workshop took place on the premises of Czech Academy of Sciences in Třešť from June 6th to June 8th 2011. 

The scientific part of the meeting was devoted to educational and scientific lectures given by senior researchers and scientists of all three institutes and to short reports given by graduate and postgraduate students on the topic of their specific projects in three scientific sessions. The focus was laid on: 
i) Magnetic Resonance Spectroscopy of the Brain and Liver - Improvements in Quantification, Spectral, Spatial Resolution. 

ii) Magnetic Resonance Spectroscopy - selected  applications

iii) Parametric Magnetic Resonance Imaging and Fiber Tracking
iv) Human studies and animal models of brain injury and disease.

v) Functional Magnetic Resonance Imaging – Data Acquisition, Analysis and Applications (see details in enclosed program). 
The workshop further aimed at discussing a suggestion of common projects currently running (Dezortova + Chmelik, AKTION 61p4) and planned for the near future. New proposals were suggested concerning mainly:

i) Assessment of lipid composition by 1H and 13C MR spectroscopy

ii) MR assessment of perfusion and metabolic changes in the skeletal muscle during exercise and/or ischemia challenge

iii) Improvements in 1H CSI data acquisition and processing.
The workshop discussions were complemented by guided tour to the nearby town and castle Telč and by social event for all participants in the evening of June 7th. 

All meeting presentations and discussions, according to participant opinions, contributed to the better understanding of different projects and led to the development of new possible cooperation between groups.
