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The aim of action:

1/ to introduce of students to new ideas and results dealing with the topic of the integrative management of protected areas in the Czech Republic and Austria,

2/ to introduce students to ther project REMEDE (6th FP) dealing with new method of resources evaluation inplemented in the law of all EU countries,

3/ to discuss with students how solve the conflicts between nature conservation and socio-economic development,

2/ practical exercises of students in the previous topics,

3/ field excrusions with presentations of integrative management methods by leadings Austrian and Czech experts to two Biosphere reserves – Šumava and TřeboňskoBR.

Results of action:

1/ Lectures and discussions,

2/ Practical exercises,

3/ Field excursions,

4/ New contacts and collaboration possibilities.

Detailed description of results:

The common Czech-Austrian workshop permits for Czech students to participate on the presentation of new ideas and results dealing with the integrative management of protected areas, ecological agriculture, sustainable development and nature conservation. The workshop was based on lectures of leading specialists from Austria and Czechia. The lectures were added by the individual exercises and practical training of students, presentation of their results and intensive discussions. The excursions to Biosphere reserves and protected areas on the border of Czechia and Austria (Třeboňsko Biosphere reserve and Šumava Biosphere reserve) were the practical part of the workshop. The excursions were prepared with the specialists from the leading persons from the management of protected areas (Dr. M. Hátle, Dr. V. Braun). It was possibility to discuss the management programs of protected areas with local stakeholders (fishermen, foresters, local people) in both protected areas. Students obtained the information and practical examples of the historical development of transboundary protected areas (Austria, Czechia) including the effect of traditional German habitation on the area. 
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
