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The topic of the project for the 2011 was mainly focused on exchange of students, which should cooperate on our project "CryoCARB" which is focused on chemical and biological analyses of Arctic soils. Because this is quite new topic for both departments, however Vienna being still more experienced. Because of the close connection with this scientific project many activities were tightly linked together. Therefore some student activities were not done in 2011, because of the rescheduling to 2012. This mainly affected the panned visits of Austrian students (Birgit Wild and Joerg Schnecker) in Ceske Budejovice and Czech young scientist Mgr. Petr Čapek in Vienna. Also the planned short visit/workshop in Vienna was rescheduled because of the new activities to 2012 to Ceske Budejovice (CB). Therefore mainly the Czech financial part of project was not totally used
Activity Schedule for 2011:


All main activities were planned in autumn 2011. Also the visit of student Ricardo Alves from Austria was shifted to September 2011.
The detailed specification of the 2011 activities and costs:

26.9.2011 - 29.9.2011 – scientific stay of MSc. Ricardo Alves in Dept. of Ecosystem Biology in Ceske Budejovice. 
Main activities of Ricardo Alves was molecular analyses of soil samples. He cooperate in optimization of DNA extraction and qPCR quantification for fungi in Arctic soil. Ricardo also collaborated in preparation of "Incubation experiment" which is crucial of CryoCARB project. He helped to design and prepare approx 100 microcosm soil cores. These microcosms helps us to take soil samples in different time points during the experiment. 
6.10.2011 – Ing Jiří Bárta, Ph.D. and Mgr. Kateřina Diáková visited Univ. of Vienna for exchange of samples and basic chemical analyses. Also short (1h) coordination meeting with Austrian partners.

21.11.2011 - 30.11.2011 – scientific stay of young scientist Mgr. Iva Lacmanová and student Bc. Kristýna Kvardová in Dept. of Genetics in Ecology at Univ. of Vienna.
Both participants collaborated in optimized DNA and RNA extraction from Arctic soil samples. They also learned the different purification protocols, which allow to obtain the DNA and RNA of very high quality. They quantified the amount of DNA using new fluorometric method which is the most accurate method in the molecular biology field. Additionally quality check was done by agarose electrophoresis. Both students learned and used all these techniques and this knowledge helps them to improve their own protocols and ongoing students projects MSc. and Ph.D thesis for Kristýna Kvardová and Iva Lacmanová, respectively. 

Since the finance funds for the 2011 were allocated in EUR and CZK, only the CZK invoices for the AKTION 23-60p14 project are stored at the economic department of Univ. of South Bohemia in Ceske Budejovice. The detailed summary is listed bellw. (The EUR invoices are stored at the economy dept. at Univ. of Vienna).
