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The main aim of the project was to bring together for the first time to a colloquium Czech and Austrian senior and junior researchers in aesthetics in order to create a stimulating atmosphere for a fruitful exchange of ideas and to lay the basis for future co-operations.
1. Colloquium

The colloquium of the Czech and Austrian aestheticians on current research topics and projects took place, according to the application, in the Austrian Library in Pilsen between 16–18 September 2010, with the participation of nine Austrian and Czech scholars:

The lectures were attended both by scholars and students of the University of West Bohemia in Pilsen and the Charles University in Prague.
The colloquium offered the opportunity not only for sharing ideas and opinions on the aesthetic issues, but it enabled also the exchange of information concerning the situation of philosophy and in particular aesthetics at different universities in both countries, as well as future possibilities of co-operation. 
2. Proceedings volume
Selected papers presented in the colloquium will be published in the volume Aesthetics Revisited. Tradition and Perspectives in Austria and the Czech Republic, edited by Mădălina Diaconu and Miloš Ševčík. 
The authors of the volume are: Tomáš Hlobil, Christian G. Allesch, Mădălina Diaconu, Miloš Ševčík, Jürgen Hofbauer, Lenka Svobodová and Florian Mittl. The titles are the same as the lectures delivered at the colloquium in Pilsen. (See the attached content of the volume.)
With the exception of Tomáš Hlobil’s extensive study in German, all other papers will be published in English. All chapters have German, Czech and English abstracts. The German and Czech versions of some of the papers will be also submitted to academic journals in the Czech Republic and Austria. The report on the colloquium will be published in Estetika: The Central European Journal of Aesthetics, No. 1/2011.
The manuscript was submitted to a peer review and was accepted for publication in November 2010 with Lit Publishing House (Berlin, Vienna, London) in the series “Transkulturelle Forschungen an den Österreich-Bibliotheken im Ausland“. 3. Financial report
The budget of the project from the Aktion Österreich-Tschechische Republik was entirely and exclusively used for the organisation of the colloquium and financing the publication (according to the application). All financial operations took place before the official end of the project (31 December 2010).

From the € 853,20 budgeted for the Austrian participants’ the travel fees to the colloquium could be spared € 480. These were used, with the permission of the Aktion Österreich-Tschechische Republik  (Email von Helena Hanžlová from 7 December 2010) as publishing costs of the volume, in addition to the already budgeted € 1.000, and were transferred in December 2010 by the Austrian Academic Exchange directly to the Lit Publishing House. (The estimate of costs of the publication is attached to the present report.) The rest of the publishing costs will be covered by the Austrian Foreign Ministry. The financial support of the publication will be mentioned in the usual form (logo of the Aktion and acknowledgment) on the p. 2 of the book. 
The volume is expected to be published in spring 2011. One copy will be sent to the Aktion Österreich-Tschechische Republik.
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
