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Anwendung Algebraischer Methoden in der Theoretischen Informatik

(Application of the Algebraic methods in Theoretical Computer Science)

Partners participated in the project during the year 2001 are from the Institute of  computer science, Faculty of  philosophy and science, Silesian university at Opava  and from Technical University of Vienna, department of algebra and computer science. 

Partners met on July16-21 in Vienna. A. Kelemenová, J. Kelemen and P. Sosík spent 5 days each in the Technical university, Vienna and discussed actual problems of common interest, namely the study of mathematical properties of grammar systems and P systems and the algebraic methods which are important to study the topic. From the side of  partners W. Kuich, R. Freund  and several doctoral students took part on the seminars.

Second meeting was organized at the Institute of computer science in Opava in December 2001, when Prof. W. Kuich visited Silesian university for 15 days. During these days there were several occasions to discuss algebraic treatment and especially fix point methods used by W. Kuich  in the formal language theory. Prof. Kuich had the plenary talk for members of  the institute and students of the theoretical computer science. As a result of common discussions we found some questions of common interest and started to study them. Common paper was prepared (and published in 2002) and further research paper is under the development.  
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
