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The project was carried out as planned and to satisfaction and intellectual inspiration on both the Czech and the Austrian sides. The student seminars were of high quality, and the contributions of the teachers were much appreciated, too. New contacts were established between the two institutions as well as the particular teachers and students, and we hope to further develop our cooperation. We would like to continue the project by a similar event in Vienna. During the planned student seminars, we would like to devote still more time to discussions and feedback, and we would like to make the contributions of the teachers less lecture-like and more seminar-like.
