Lenka Kuboňová provided experimental work in TU Vienna from 1. - 30. 11. 2009. She dealt with heavy metal removal of municipal solid waste fly ash and during her stay she carried out tests in laboratory scale rotary reactor in batch and continuous regime at different temperatures.
Patrick Sagmeister provided experimental work in TU Ostrava from 9. 11. – 8. 12. 2009. He dealt with DTA measurements and during his stay he carried out analysis different municipal solid waste fly ash and sewage sludge ash samples. 
These results will be presented as a poster at the 37th International Conference of Slovak Society of Chemical Engineering in Tatranské Matliare, Slovakia (May 24 - 28 2010).
